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Walbottle Village Primary School Special Educational Need Offer

Walbottle Village Primary School is a fully inclusive school. 
At Walbottle Primary your child will receive a personalised education providing them with the opportunity and skills needed to achieve their hopes and dreams and to succeed in whatever they choose to do.

If a child has a special educational need we aim to identify that early. Where a child is making slower than expected progress or is performing at a level below age expectations, the class teacher will invite parents / carers in to discuss this.
At this stage a child may be placed on the special educational needs (SEN) register or monitored closely over a short period of time. This is often the case with children in nursery and reception as the concerns may be due to developmental delay rather than SEN.
In each case, an Individual Plan will be drawn up consisting of short measurable targets for the child. If it’s deemed appropriate, other professionals may become involved such as the Educational Psychologist or Speech Therapist. Parental consent will always be sought first.
The progress of all pupils is monitored daily by the adults in class, as well as more formally during termly assessment weeks. Each child is discussed by the class teacher and senior leadership team during termly pupil progress meetings and parents are invited to discuss their child’s progress termly with the SENCO and class teacher. Where there are other agencies involved, they will be invited to the termly SEN review meeting.

We have a high proportion of support staff in school that are deployed to provide additional support for pupils on the SEN register.

The school has a named Special Educational Needs Coordinator (Mrs Oliver) who closely monitors the progress of all pupils on the register as well as the impact of support; attends multi agency meetings and oversees referrals.

We aim to narrow the gap between the attainment of children with SEN and their non SEN peers as they move through school. If a child progresses well and no longer requires a high level of support and intervention, they will be taken off the register in consultation with parents. 

Year on year, pupils with SEND at Walbottle Village Primary outperform children with similar starting points nationally.

We have a Family Support Officer who provides support for families around a range of issues. She is available to contact through the school office or via the link on our school website.
