Literacy

Numeracy
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In maths, we will begin this term looking at number and place value. Whenever possible practise times tables and related division facts. I will be giving out fact sheets for you to have and use at home. Your child will have a facts test every half term, linked to their ability and the maths badge they are working on. Maths shed will have the up to date facts to practise. 
Science
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Our science unit is Rocks and Fossils. We will find out what different rocks are used for and describe and compare different types. We will investigate how and why rocks change over time. We will find out about fossils; what they are and how they are formed.
