Literacy
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Our first unit of work during the spring term will be explanations, we will be looking at how things work, we will innovate an explanation and eventually write our own.
We will continue to read every day. This will be a shared reading session four times a week and throughout the week your child will read with us in school. They will bring their reading books home to share with you. Please sign their reading log, adding any comments where appropriate.
Your child will be given spellings on their homework sheet and they will also be available on ‘Spelling Shed’. Your child will be tested on a Monday.
Numeracy
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In maths, we will continue to look at multiplication and division, the times tables, 3, 4 and 8 and solving problems related to them. Whenever possible practise times tables and related division facts. If you need another fact sheet, let me know. Your child will have a facts test every half term, linked to their ability and the maths badge they are working on. Maths shed will have the up to date facts to practise. Please use maths shed, hit the button or maths frame for activities.
Science
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Our science unit is Animals, including humans, followed by Plants. We will find out what animals need to survive. We will identify that humans and other animals have skeletons and muscles for support, protection and movement. We will identify and label the parts and functions of flowering plants and explore the requirements for plants to survive. We will investigate how water is transported through plants.
